Subject: To hear and determine an opposed application for a new premises licence, in respect of; 
Petersham Nurseries, Petersham Road, Petersham, TW10 7AB. 

Having considered relevant applications, notices, objections, and representations together with any 
other relevant information submitted, the Licensing Sub-Committee has made the determination set out 
below together with reasons for the determination.

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DECISION: 
 
After careful consideration of all written and oral evidence presented to them, the Sub-
Committee agreed to GRANT the licence (subject to conditions contained in the attached 
Schedule) as follows: 
  
Sale of Alcohol (for consumption on the premises) 
Sunday to Tuesday 11:00 to 17:00  
Wednesday to Saturday 11:00 to 22:30 (11:00 to 17:00 in the restricted areas, see conditions below) 
 
Sale of Alcohol (for consumption off the premises) 
Sunday to Tuesday 11:00 to 17:00  
Wednesday to Saturday 11:00 to 22:30: 
 
Hours premises are open to the public 
Sunday 11:00 to 17:00 
Monday to Tuesday 09:00 to 17:00 
Wednesday to Saturday 09:00 to 23:00 
 
Non-Standard Timings: 
From the end of permitted hours on New Year’s Eve to the start of permitted hours on New Year’s Day. 
On Christmas Eve the sale of alcohol to cease and the premises to close at 13:00 hours. 
 

 
Considerations/Reasons for the Decision taken by the Sub-Committee: 
 
The Licensing Officer presented her report to the Sub-Committee and advised that the Sub-Committee after 
considering all evidence, could consider any of the following courses of action: 
 

• Grant the application with or without conditions, 
• Grant the application in part, with or without conditions 
• Refuse the application 

 
Further, the Sub-Committee must determine the premises licence, based on the four licensing objectives, 
namely: 
 

• The prevention of crime and disorder 
• Public safety 
• The prevention of public nuisance; and 
• The protection of children from harm 

 
The Licensing Officer stated that the premises proposes to replace existing premises licence PL013133. The 
new premises licence will introduce new updated licence conditions and additional hours to regularise similar 
licensable activities previously authorised under TENs.  
 
The main concerns raised in the objections were: 
 
• The potential increase in noise from the premises 
• The potential increase in nuisance from people arriving to and leaving from the premises 
• The potential increase in public safety with the continued use of the narrow Church Lane into the later 

hours 
• The potential problems from drunk customers later in the evening 
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The Metropolitan Police Authority made a relevant representation to this application but following the 
applicant’s agreement to their proposed conditions, the Authority withdrew their representation. 
 
Following receipt of the representations, the applicant wrote to the residents to further explain the nature of 
the proposed operations and provided a list of proposed conditions, including additional conditions proposed 
by the applicant, conditions offered to St Peter’s Church and amendments the applicant had made to the 
application hours after taking into consideration the residents’ concerns. 
 
The Sub-Committee considered the following points raised by the applicant:  

• The venue had been using temporary event notices (TENS) for 16 years to put on their Supper club 
evenings and estimated they had done this on approximately 300 occasions.  

• Customers who wish to attend a Supper Club can only do so by reservation only and these evenings 
are limited to 100 covers in one sitting with no turning of tables.  

• The applicant was not aware of any complaints being made to the Police or to the Council’s 
Environmental Health department.  

• The applicant explained that the two complaints they were aware of related to the owner’s daughters’ 
weddings which took place at his nearby home and not at the Nursery. 

• After seeking pre-application advice the applicant had cut down their proposed later operating hours 
from 7 days a week to 3 days a week. The applicant had also liaised with the Vicar of St Peter’s 
Church and agreed to change their proposed opening time from 9am to 11am, and to close at 1pm 
on Christmas Eve every year to ensure parishioners could park. An updated Parking Pledge was 
circulated at page 19 of the supplementary agenda. This would form a condition on the licence if 
granted. 

• That the applicant would surrender the old licence if a new licence were granted.  
• That there was a petition signed supporting the new premises license signed by over 6,000 people, 

over 3,000 of whom lived locally.  
• Most Supper Club customers arrive at the premises on foot and there is a strict control of guests via 

the Evening Management Plan as detailed on page 116 of the agenda and in the short video shown 
to the Sub-Committee.  

• The applicant’s website, premises signage and menus all reiterate elements of the Evening 
Management Plan.  

• The venue operated in an efficient and professional manner and made significant contributions to the 
local area. They have hosted several events, made cakes, provide work experience, and raised fund 
for good causes such as the Vineyard. The venue had also made substantial contributions to the 
economy  paying an estimated 12.4 million in VAT, PAYE, and National Insurance over the years.  
 

The Sub-Committee considered the following points raised by the witnesses called by the applicant: 
• George Richardson, who lives partly opposite Church Lane, explained that on a recent visit to the 

premises in the evening, he did not experience any issues in terms of noise or traffic disturbance and 
found the parking marshals were well organised and conducted themselves very well. Mr Richardson 
concluded that he had experienced virtually no disruption whatsoever.  

• Serge Lourie explained that he was a regular customer and has come to events in the evening. He 
further explained that he organised a walking club for older people in Kew and had brought the club 
to the premises on numerous occasions and they had been treated very well. Mr Lourie stated that 
the owners and the staff were well organised, professional, and considerate, that many of the staff 
lived locally and the premises had contributed to charitable causes. Mr Lourie concluded that the 
premises did all they could to minimise the impact of public nuisance and public safety.  

• Lord Lee of Trafford said that the premises ticked every box, that it was high quality and appreciated 
by visitors and locals. He explained that he had visited the premises regularly and the atmosphere 
was always happy. Lord Lee also highlighted the Licence Holder’s charitable works and concluded 
that they had made every effort to be as considerate as possible to accommodate and allay the 
concerns of residents and that the application should be supported.  

• Bob Kimmerling, Chair of Trustees for the Vineyard Community Centre, informed the Committee that 
the centre had benefited from corporate social responsibility from the premises since 2012. Mr 
Kimmerling explained that the premises had also helped to get vulnerable people into employment. 
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He concluded that he had no hesitation in supporting the application because the premises 
prosperity would also benefit the prosperity of others.  
 

• Councillor Andre Frieze, Ward Councillor for Ham, Petersham and Richmond Riverside spoke on 
behalf of Sarah Tippett who could not attend. Councillor Frieze informed the Committee that she had 
been asked to support the application by the General Manager, Paula Foulser and had been in two 
minds as neighbours had expressed concerns over the negative impact of the nurseries’ activities in 
the past. She explained that she had only received one email regarding this application which had 
come from St Peter’s Church but that the applicant had addressed the concerns raised. She also 
explained that she had discussed the longer opening hours with Paula and had asked for a reduction 
to three days a week only, which the applicant had agreed to. Councillor Frieze explained that she 
couldn’t think of a local organisation which had not benefited from the applicants support and that the 
applicant encouraged the use of public transport and that they made a big effort to minimise their 
Carbon footprint and encourage sustainability. In conclusion Councillor Frieze explained that she had 
checked with the Council’s Regulatory Services team who had confirmed that there had been two 
complaints about the premises in the last four years compared to six complaints about another local 
premises and stated that it seemed extraordinary that other local premises could have events with 
loud music and fairground rides when the applicant was simply seeking to regularise their current 
evening offering.  
 

In response to questions from the Sub-Committee, it was clarified that: 
• Customers would only be able to attend Supper Clubs if they booked in advance, walk-ins would not 

be permitted, that the maximum amount of covers per evening would be 100 and that there would 
only be one sitting and no turning of tables.  

• That any alcohol sold for delivery would relate to alcohol contained in gift hampers.  
• That the applicant was willing to agree to a condition confirming that a minimum of two parking 

marshals would be deployed on Supper Club evenings and would remain on duty until the last patron 
had departed.  

• The applicant would continue to work with local taxi companies to ensure hybrid taxis were used 
wherever possible.  

 
In response to questions from the Other Parties it was clarified that: 

• The applicant would be happy to agree to a condition preventing them from accepting walk-ins.  
• That weddings had taken place at the premises in the past and they would not be willing to agree to 

a condition preventing them from taking place in future.  
 
The Sub-Committee considered the following points raised by the Other Parties: 

• That the main concerns raised by the Other Parties related to the following two licensing objectives: 
Public safety and the prevention of public nuisance.  

• That Mr Ball’s property shared a boundary with the premises on two sides and, in his view, was the 
most impacted property in terms of noise nuisance. Mr Ball explained that he had kept a noise diary 
and had experienced disturbance from a wedding in July and a birthday party in August.  

• Several residents raised concerns over the narrow lane leading to the premises and had been 
blocked in or prevented from accessing their properties due to inconsiderate parking or the volume of 
traffic.  

• Several residents raised concerns over public safety if traffic were to increase along the narrow lane.  
• That several residents raised concerns about the current planning application and the applicant’s 

alleged breaches of the premises planning permission.  
• The Other Parties found it difficult to trust the applicant due to the alleged planning breaches and the 

continuous development and evolution of the premises from what had primarily been a nursery with a 
café attached into what was now primarily a café / restaurant with a nursery.  

• That the Sub-Committee should take into account the alleged breaches of planning permission.  
• Several interested partis requested that the licensable area be restricted after 17:00  to the café area 

inside with Mr Ball further requesting that the Pergola area also be restricted.  
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In response to questions from the Sub-Committee, it was clarified that: 
• The applicant had at one time arranged for customers to park at a nearby school, but this 

arrangement was no longer in place. Paula Foulser, General Manager, Petersham Nurseries, further 
clarified that there were, on average, only 7 cars parked in the evening and there was ample space 
on site for them.  

 
In their closing remarks the Other Parties concluded: 

• Mr Ball requested the Sub-Committee consider restricting the use of the pergola area after 17:00.  
• Mr Simon stated the nurseries had a great restaurant, but it was located in the wrong place and that 

the licenced area should be restricted to the areas with planning permission.  
• Ms Benjamin acknowledged that the planning regime was a separate regime and reiterated her 

concern over the alleged breaches.  
 
In his closing remarks for the applicant James Rankin summed up as follows: 

• The applicant was not willing to agree to a condition that would prevent them from having weddings 
as weddings could be managed.  

• That customers wouldn’t all leave the premises at same time, and, in his experience, they did not get 
drunk.  

• That customers arriving and departing the premises were well managed by the parking marshals.  
• Mr Rankin acknowledged the Other Parties’ concerns over alleged planning breaches and stated 

that if the planning issues were cut away what was left was a good neighbour.  
• That the Licensing Act 2003 contained safeguards that give people the power to act if there is an 

issue and that the Environment Act allows interested parties to contact Environmental Health if there 
is an issue with noise. 

• That the premises had a proven track record with over 30,000 customers visiting over the past 16 
years.  

 
REASONS for the Sub Committee’s decision: 
 
The Sub-Committee carefully considered all relevant representations submitted both orally and in writing 
from each party when arriving at their decision. The Sub-Committee took into account the Licensing Act 
2003, the Home Office Guidance issued under section 182 of the Licensing Act 2003 and its Statement of 
Licensing Policy. 
 
The Licensing Sub-Committee considered that the applicant had responded to the issues raised by reducing 
the scope of their application, offering additional and amended conditions and had demonstrated a 
willingness to engage with residents, the Police, and St Peter’s Church. 
 
The Licensing Sub-Committee noted that the premises had been operating for approximately 16 years 
utilising TENS for their Supper Club evenings, without any reports or complaints to the Police, the Licensing 
Authority nor to the Council’s Environmental Health department regarding these premises. The applicant 
had agreed additional conditions with the police during the consultation period and no other Responsible 
Authorities had raised an objection. 
 
The Applicant was seeking to regularise its Supper Club offering and had agreed that the Sub-Committee 
could condition that Supper Club attendance would be by reservation only and walk-ins would not be 
permitted. Granting this application allowed the applicant to rationalise what they have been doing and to 
continue doing so but with additional restrictions and conditions agreed and imposed which would reduce 
the impact on neighbours. As advised by the Council’s legal advisor any breach of condition is a potential 
criminal offence and could also lead to a review of the premises licence. 
 
The Sub-Committee noted that many of the Other Parties were concerned about the applicant’s alleged 
planning breaches and whilst acknowledging the concerns raised the Sub-Committee noted, as advised by 
the Council’s Legal Advisor, that both the Home Office Guidance issued under section 182 of the Licensing 
Act 2003 (paragraph 14.64 and 14.65) and its Statement of Licensing Policy (Section 8) were very clear on  
which regimes were responsible for considering the different matters.  The Sub-Committee noted that 
applications for licences may be made to the Licensing Authority before relevant planning permission has 
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been sought or granted by the planning authority and that where a planning condition restricts usage of a 
premises to certain hours, and if these hours differ from those permitted on a premises licence then the 
premises user must comply with the more restricted of the two sets of hours.  The Sub-Committee stresses 
to the applicant the need to obtain all other relevant necessary consents for their operation, including 
planning permission. 
 
The Sub-Committee were of the view that the decision as laid out above with the amended application, 
conditions offered, and agreed with the Police and additional conditions imposed by the Sub-Committee as 
set out the attached Schedule, taking into account the particular location of the premises, provided a 
proportionate and appropriate response to the objections raised.   
 
The Licensing Sub-Committee noted the check and balance of the right of review of any licensed premises 
by any person, including a local resident, should any issues arise following grant of the premises licence. 
Any such person should contact the Licensing Team in the first instance. The Sub-Committee noted its 
available powers on any such review application. 
 
The Sub-Committee recommends that the applicant investigates acoustic barriers along the adjoining 
boundaries with residential premises, particularly the northern boundary, to limit potential noise disturbance 
to its resident neighbours.

Appeal process 

All parties have a right of appeal to the Lavender Hill (South Western) Magistrates’ Court and must do 
so within 21 days of receiving this decision notice. This includes the applicant for the review, the 
premises licence holder and any other person who made a relevant representation in relation to the 
application for the review.  

All parties are deemed to have received the decision notice on the day the email attaching the notice 
has been sent, where the recipient has agreed in advance to the use of electronic means. In which 
case, the recipient is deemed to have received this notice on the day the email attaching this notice 
has been sent or the next business day if the email is sent after 4.30pm.  

Where the recipient has not agreed in advance to the use of electronic means they shall be deemed 
to have received this decision notice two working days after the date of posting.

Schedule of Conditions 

Mandatory Conditions under the Licensing Act 2003 

MANDATORY CONDITIONS UNDER THE LICENSING ACT 2003  

1. That no supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence (a) at a time when there is no 
designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence, or (b) at a time when the 
designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence, or his personal licence is 
suspended.  

2. That every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person 
who holds a personal licence.  

3. Where one or more individuals must be at the premises to carry out a security activity, each such 
individual must be licensed by the Security Industry Authority by a licence granted under the Private 
Security Industry Act 2001 or entitled to carry out that activity by virtue of section 4 of the Private 
Security Industry Act 2001. 

 4. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange, 
or participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.  

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or 
substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol 
for consumption on the premises –  

(a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or 
encourage, individuals to –  

i. drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or 
supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible 
person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or  

ii. drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);  

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted 
fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries a 
significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;  

(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward 
the purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner which 
carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;  

(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the 
vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage, or 
glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness in any favourable 
manner;  

(e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that 
other person is unable to drink without assistance by reason of disability).  

5. The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers 
where it is reasonably available.  

6. (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age 
verification policy is adopted in respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol  
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(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the 
supply of alcohol at the premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.  

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of 
age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served 
alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and either –  

(a) a holographic mark, or (b) an ultraviolet feature.  

7. The responsible person must ensure that –  

(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the 
premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready 
for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is available to customers in the following 
measures –  

(i)beer or cider: ½ pint;  

(ii)gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and  

(iii)still wine in a glass: 125 ml;  

(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is 
available to customers on the premises; and  

(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to 
be sold, the customer is made aware that these measures are available.”  

8. A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the 
premises for a price which is less than the permitted price.  

9. For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1—  

(a)“duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979;  

(b)“permitted price” is the price found by applying the formula— Where –  

(i) P is the permitted price,  

(ii) D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were charged on 
the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol, and  

(iii) V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value added 
tax were charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol;  

(c) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a premises 
licence—  

(i) the holder of the premises licence,  

(ii) the designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or  

(iii) the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such a licence;  

(d) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club 
premises certificate, any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity which 
enables the member or officer to prevent the supply in question; and  
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(e) “value added tax” means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value Added Tax Act 
1994. Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from this 
paragraph) not be a whole number of pennies, the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be taken to 
be the price actually given by that sub-paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny. Sub-paragraph (2) 
applies where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 on a day (“the first day”) 
would be different from the permitted price on the next day (“the second day”) as a result of a change 
to the rate of duty or value added tax. The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies 
to sales or supplies of alcohol which take place before the expiry of the period of 14 days beginning 
on the second day.  

10. The admission of children to the exhibition of any film is to be restricted in accordance with any 
recommendation made by the relevant film classification body or relevant licensing authority.  

11. No condition may be attached to the licence as to the nature of the plays which may be 
performed, or the manner of performing plays, under a licence that permits the performance of plays. 
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Conditions consistent with the Operating Schedule  

Conduct of Premises 

1.Clear legible notices are to be displayed at all exits from the premises requesting customers leaving 
the premises to respect the needs of the local residents and to leave the premises and area quietly, 
unless otherwise agreed with the Licensing Authority and Environmental Services. 

Open Container 

2. Customers shall not be permitted to remove from the premises any alcoholic drinks supplied by the 
premises in open containers beyond the licensed area marked in red on the plan. 

Drinking Up / Winding Down Time 

3. All bars shall be closed at least 30 minutes before the closing time. 

Staffing, Training, Responsible Supply of Alcohol (the original applicant conditions 5, 6 and 7 are 
replaced by these Police conditions agreed by the applicant) 

4. All staff shall be trained in the Challenge 25 policy before they are allowed to sell any alcohol to the 
public. 

5. Records of staff training along with any training material used must be kept by the Designated 
Premises Supervisor or Premises Licence Holder. 

6. All training records shall be signed by the trainer and trainee in respect of training received. 

7. The premises licence holder shall implement a training manual and all members of staff shall be 
suitably trained in underage sales prevention before making any sales of alcohol. 

8. Refresher training shall be carried out every 3 months for all staff and documented within the 
training records. 

9. The training records shall be available for inspection by the police or authorised local authority 
officers. 

10. Notices shall be placed at all points of sale detailing the restrictions on sales of alcohol to children. 

11. A record of refusals shall be maintained which documents every instance that a sale of alcohol 
(and any other age-restricted product) is refused on the premises, indicating the date and time the 
refusal was made, and the member of staff making the refusal. 

Security, incidents 

12.An incident log (written or electronic form) shall be kept at the premises and made available on 
request to Metropolitan Police, the Licensing Authority or other Responsible Authorities. It must be 
completed within 24 hours of the incident and will record the following; 

• All crimes reported to the venue. 

• All ejections of patrons. • All complaints received concerning crime and disorder. 

• Any incidents of disorder. 

• All seizures of drugs or offensive weapons. 

• Any faults in the CCTV system, searching equipment or scanning equipment. 
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• Any refusal of the sale of alcohol. 

• Any visit by a relevant authority or in relation to service 

CCTV (original applicant condition 11 replaced by this Police condition agreed by the applicant) 

13. 1. The premises shall install and maintain a comprehensive closed circuit television system 
(CCTV). All recordings shall be stored for a minimum of 31 days with date and time stamping. 
Recordings shall be made available immediately upon the request of Police or authorised officer 
throughout the preceding 31-day period. 

2. The digital CCTV will cover all areas to where public have access. 

3. CCTV will be recording at all times when premises is open, and the recordings will be of evidential 
quality in all lighting conditions and be of a sufficient quality to produce in court of hearing. 

4. All images downloaded from the CCTV must be provided in a format which can be viewed on 
regularly available equipment without the need for specialist software. 

5. At all times the premises is open to the public a minimum of one member of staff on duty will be 
able to operate the CCTV. 

6. The CCTV system shall be maintained in effective working order. 

7. Suitable signage shall be displayed at the premises in a prominent position as customers enter the 
premises stating that CCTV is in operation. 

Action Counter Terrorism Awareness ELearning 

14. All members of customer facing staff, including those involved in the sale or supply of alcohol, 
undertake Action Counters Terrorism (ACT) Awareness E-learning, on an annual basis.

• Supper Clubs are attended only by guests with an advance reservation. 

• Travel arrangements are suggested and agreed with guests in advance. 

• Customers are discouraged from driving and advised of taxi drop off/ pick 
up location so to avoid neighbouring roads and limit access to Petersham 
Nurseries directly via Church Lane.

Thank-you Ms Anand for your prompt response. 
Relating my objection to the four specific licensing objectives, I 
would say that for me the relevant ones are public safety and 
the prevention of public nuisance.  
The access road is very very narrow, especially in the section 
by the church, and at times for most of the Lane when cars are 
parked along it.  
It is a major pedestrian thoroughfare (arguably it is the primary 
pedestrian route) between Petersham and Richmond. The 
traffic to Petersham Nurseries not only causes congestion on 
the Petersham Road as vehicles often struggle to get in and 
out, but many times (as a pedestrian) I have had to seek 
refuge in the entrance to St Peter’s Church as there is a 
section of the access road which is dangerous for vehicles and 
pedestrians to pass. When it is particularly busy, with vehicles 
trying to move in both directions, it can be quite chaotic.   
 
Of course this very well-known access headache is already a 
nuisance with the existing licensing arrangements, and I do 
recognise that Petersham Nurseries make some effort to put 
staff on the road to try to mitigate it, but the extension into the 
evening and darkness substantially increases the level of 
safety risk and nuisance for the public.

30/08/22 Geoff Bond Hello Sumeet 
Please find below the Ham and Petersham 
Association's objecting to Petersham Nurseries' 
licence application. 
 
Petersham Nursery is a great restaurant/cafe however it is in 
the wrong place and operates from a location that has 
permissions and access for a garden centre not a restaurant. 
We oppose this application for the following reasons: 
Public safety and public nuisance. Access down Church Lane 
from the Petersham Road for visitors and deliveries is 
unsuitable. This is the only route from the area to and from 
Richmond. It is used by the 65 and 371 buses throughout the 
day. The turning down Church Lane for the Nurseries is at one 
of the most constricted points and just up from the tight turn in 
Petersham where buses need to pause to wait to go round the 
corner. The Church Lane is very tight, only last week a 
delivery van was jammed trying to access the road holding up 
Petersham Road. 
There are plans to increase the population of Ham with a 
major new building development of 452 new housing units. 
This, and the closure of Richmond Park to through traffic, 
which is being considered, will also put the narrow Petersham 
Road under considerable further pressure. 
The lane down to the Nurseries from Petersham Road, past 
the historic St Peter's Church and Petersham Meadows, is a 
sensitive one. Despite this, when the nurseries are open, there 
is virtually no vehicular access and hazardous pedestrian 
access. The road is heavily parked despite being very 
narrow.  Because of the hours proposed access will either be 
dangerous down the uneven Church Lane or lighting will need 
to be provided. This will impact on the local wildlife and semi 
rural habitat. Ecologically the area along the lane and the NT 
Petersham Meadows is sensitive. Any increased use will harm 
the area in terms of increased vehicle movements, noise, light 
and activity. 
The hours proposed are very long and completely out of 
keeping for this peaceful area on the edge of Petersham 
Meadows. This will form a public nuisance to what is an 
otherwise peaceful area where people and vehicle movements 
would not be great at these much extended hours. 
There is a consistent avoidance of existing permissions and 
there is concern that even if these much extended hours were 
granted would they be kept to? There is an ongoing conflict 
between the purpose of the site which is as a garden centre 
with a cafe/restaurant and the proprietors desire to make the 
site a full scale restaurant.   
The hours currently set minimise harm to public safety and 
nuisance. The proposed increased hours will place public 
safety at risk and will increase nuisance.

I am writing to object to the granting of an extended premises 
licence for the sale of food and drink.  
 
My objections are on the grounds of public nuisance and 
public safety and also potentially of public disorder.  
 
My house is situated xxxxxxxxxxx which is often used as a 
convenient drop off point and waiting area.  
 
On previous occasions when Petersham House (Petersham 
Nurseries) have held large private parties in the evenings, 
spilling into their garden and the Nursery late at night, taxis 
and chauffeurs have been dropping off guests or waiting in 
River Lane outside my House to be called to pick them up. 
The cars have had their engines running (heaters in the winter 
and air conditioners in the summer) car doors opening and 
shutting, guests chatting to one another etc. This goes on for a 
considerable time even after the official end to the parties.  
 
Many houses are listed buildings including my own with single 
glazing so it is impossible to block out the noise in particular in 
the summer evenings when windows are kept open. Noise 
travels over distances especially at night in this quiet 
residential neighbourhood. I must emphasize Petersham is a 
residential area and already the commercial interests of PN 
are in direct conflict with the preservation of the essential 
character of Petersham. It is vital that the evenings are 
returned to a restful state when residents and visitors can 
relax, walk their dogs etc, so that the village can return to its 
essential rural state. It would be quite impossible to have a 
restful night with all this noise and activity and for 6 days in the 
week and Sundays until 17.00. 
 
I consider that the granting of an extended licence for the 
sale of food and alcohol must be considered to be very 
disturbing and a public nuisance.  
 
Furthermore, the additional overload of traffic from service 
lorries, staff and customers should be considered as a public 
safety issue in particular access to and from Petersham Road 
and Church Lane which is a public highway and a narrow lane 
and  also the sharp bend onto River Lane which is a cul- de- 
sac leading onto the River.

I am writing to object to Petersham Nurseries request for a 
licence to open regularly in the evenings. I live very close 
(approx xxx from their boundary wall) to the Nurseries and 
have done so for 5 years. Initially, I was a big supporter of the 
business and we enjoyed the space and bought numerous 
plants and pots for them. However, as time has gone by, I 
have become totally disillusioned by their flagrant abuse of 
planning permissions and their neighbourhood. Honestly, if 
they are given permission to operate as a restaurant with long 
opening hours, then the local area will be hugely impacted. 
We already have a situation where their access is constantly 
blocked and parking in the area becomes a huge problem. 
Every day, we have large volumes of cars going up and down 
River Lane looking for a parking place, only to get to the end 
of the Lane and for the driver to have to turn around. This 
causes a bottleneck at the bottom of the Lane and is 
dangerous for the walkers and cyclists along the tow-path. 
Furthermore, Church Lane is very dangerous and too narrow 
for the volume of cars regularly parked there and the sight-
lines and turning circles aren’t good enough for the number of 
vehicles that currently parade up and down. The site was 
initially conceived as a Garden Centre with a café attached 
and this has now shifted to a café/ restaurant with a Garden 
Centre as their secondary business. I totally understand the 
financial rationale for this, but the location and infrastructure 
around it cannot cope and it is only a matter of time before 
there is an accident on either Church Lane, River Lane or 
Petersham Road. This danger would only be increased in the 
evenings as the daylight fades. 

Petersham Nurseries has also (without permission from the 
Council) expanded the area in which diners can sit and enjoy 
their food from the café. They have pretty much taken over the 
whole site with tables and chairs and the levels of noise that 
emanate from the diners with glasses clinking, chatter and 
cutlery dropping means that it has become impossible for us to 
enjoy our garden, or even open a window, during the Summer 
months. This is made infinitely worse when they rent the site 
for a party or wedding as they have no care for the residents 
around them and the PA system blasts speeches and music 
into the middle of the night. 

 In summary, I believe that granting them a licence would

                                Petersham Nurseries  (PN) Licencing 
application 
 
I live at xxxxxxxxxxxxxxx. PN is on xxxxxxxxxxxx. 
 
We live in a conservation area and an area of metropolitan 
open land. It used to be an area of peace and tranquillity. It is 
surrounded by residential properties one of which is owned by 
the owner of PN. However, there is a 10-foot-high thick wall 
between the other properties and PN. In our case we have a 6 
foot wall on one side and a fence on the other. Any noise 
emanating from PN is for us an intrusion, a nuisance and a 
degradation of our quality of life. For the owners any limited 
sound they do hear is the sound of money being made. 
 
Irrespective of the lack of planning permission the majority of 
the land currently used by PN to serve food and beverages (f 
& B) is outside.  There are tables within 3 meters of our 
boundary. As a consequence, the noise coming from the 
restaurant next door is unbearable in the summer during the 
day so much so that it is not possible for us to have quiet 
enjoyment of our garden, nor is it possible to open the 
windows of our house in the summer without the invasive 
noise of whooping & hollering, amplified speeches & music 
and just the general hub bub of restaurant goers enjoying a 
meal. That hub bub increases in volume as the afternoon 
progresses and as alcohol loosens inhibitions. Were the 
official license to be extended to night-time it would be 
intolerable for neighbours such as ourselves. 
 
It is a matter of dispute now whether PN have permission to 
serve f & b where they do and the hours that they are serving 
it. They currently have an application for certificate of lawful 
development which is still pending. In January 2018 they lost 
an application to open their restaurant at night but have 
nevertheless continued to do so. It would seem to me to be 
counter intuitive at best to permit extended licensing hours 
seven days a week when the permission to open at night for 
the serving of f & b has yet to be established. – and indeed, 
may not be. I am also unclear whether they have a license to 
serve alcohol at night at the moment? 
 
The public nuisance impacts mainly on ourselves but also 
upon the residents of River Lane who like us have to put up 
with car engines running, car doors slamming, inconsiderate 
parking and the noise when diners leave the premises at night. 
If they have parked in River Lane they pass a meter from our 
bedroom window and there is often disruptive noises on 
leaving as well as from the premises itself. 
 
PN have a vast database of people who attend the restaurant 
and whom they are approaching for support. However, those 
people are being given very skewed arguments that 



misrepresent the facts that are relevant to this application. 
Some of the points that are raised in their petition are of no 
relevance or tangential relevance at best to this application.  
Those signing do not appreciate the consequences for those 
that live in the area. Nor do they appreciate that the planning 
regulations have been usurped for years.  
 
There is only one access road which is both a road and a 
footpath. There is no footpath and whenever cars are parked 
in the lane it is one way. It is unlit. It is dangerous during the 
day and I have witnessed a number of near misses and 
altercations. Children running out from between the parked 
cars being the most obvious and frequent risk. It is only a 
matter of time before there is a serious injury. This would only 
be exacerbated by the issuance of a licence to cover these 
extended hours. Much though they try to police the lane it is 
frequently chaos and it has taken on occasions twenty minutes 
for us to exit our property as we share the access route to PN. 
The idling engines when this occurs adds to the public 
nuisance in an otherwise semi-rural environment.  In essence 
the infrastructure is hopelessly inadequate for the scale of the 
enterprise as it is and were this application be granted it would 
place further strain on an inadequate lane. The blind 
exit/entrance onto Petersham Road is dangerous during the 
day would be more so at night. 
 
My two main objections therefore distil down to public 
nuisance for our neigbourhood and the safety of those 
using the lane. 
 
On one side of this access road are fields in which there are a 
number of badger setts. The wildlife in the area deserves 
protection from incremental nocturnal activity. 
Finally, rumours abound that PN is for sale. The current owner 
is away for much of the year in any case but were the 
ownership to change to a totally absentee owner there would 
be no inhibition  to limitless opening, noise & disruption to the 
quality of life previously enjoyed by the residents.

Church Lane and the alley that leads 
to Ham is a popular pedestrian route. Increasing traffic flow, 
extending operating hours and adding alcohol to the equation, 
will put the children using the area at risk of injury.

I am writing to object to any further increase in the activities of 
the Petersham Nurseries. As a resident of 26 plus years I 
have memories of the harmony between nature, local 
residents and the original Petersham Nurseries. A business 
that has now relentlessly commercialised the setting to the 
detriment of its inhabitants, baggers, bats, birds and people. 
The Petersham Nurseries ambitions betray the environmental 
vision of the early Twentieth Century benefactor and local 
resident’s sacrifice to resist development. 
 
Since the current owner took over the Nursery and café, they 
have negatively impacted on the neighbourhood through 
increases in noise, people, cars, vans, and light pollution. 
Often each adverse increase has resulted from breaches of 
licensing or planning rules with compliance only sought 
retrospectively. The community and council have pursued 
compromise, but these concessions are just steppingstones to 
Petersham Nurseries expansionist plans. 
 
During the day Church Lane and River Lane are full of parked 
cars, access to Petersham Road from Church Lane is a game 
of Russian Roulette with public safety. Many visitors park their 
cars without consideration to residents, blocking garages and 
driveways, or restricting access to the Draw Dock for cars with 
trailers or emergency vehicles. People ring the front doorbell 
asking for the restaurant or the availability of parking. The 
social media profile of the Petersham Nurseries has 
encouraged the sort of customer that walk into private gardens 
to take photos, the most recent occurrence was just a few 
weeks ago. It can be very upsetting to find complete strangers 
in your garden. 
 



When evening events have taken place at Petersham 
Nurseries, cars and drivers park with engines running. Loud 
music, often very late, is endured throughout the 
neighbourhood and groups of departing customers show little 
awareness of how noisy they are both vocally and with their 
car doors and driving behaviour. 
 
The Petersham Nurseries are petitioning their customers to 
write in support of increasing their opening hours and licensing 
arrangement. They are not reaching out to the local 
community, why? They are clearly aware of the negative 
effects of their application and the lack of trust between them 
and their neighbours. This is a semi-rural area of London with 
a high number of families with children. Most evenings provide 
some return to the quiet environment that was once enjoyed 
throughout the day.  
 
There will only be a single beneficiary to any increase in the 
current licensing arrangement at the Petersham Nurseries.

I am writing to object to the granting of a license to sell alcohol 
to Petersham Nurseries (PN), which would allow for the 
extension of the opening hours of their restaurant and cafe. 
 
My family has lived xxxxxx PN for 37 years.  We have seen at 
very close hand the changes that have been made to this 
quiet, rural part of Petersham, from its days as a garden 
centre to the present day iteration of a large restaurant with 
gift shop. 
 
It is not the intention of any of the neighbours to shut down the 
nursery, we simply want to ensure that they operate their 
business within the confines of the planning permission 
granted. This outlines quite clearly the permitted areas of 
operation for food and beverage, and the opening 
times.  Neither of which has been adhered to for many years.  
 
In essence, the operation is way too large for the local 
infrastructure to cope with.  I object specifically on the 
following grounds: 
 
a. Public Safety 



Vehicular access to PN is along Church Lane.  This is a very 
narrow, unmade up dead end road which is also the point of 
entry to our house and to St Peter’s Church. PN customers 
use the lane as a car park which creates an even narrower 
road in which cars cannot turn and therefore need to reverse 
to try to pass each other.  There is a turning circle outside our 
garages at the end which is frequently blocked by delivery 
vans, taxis and customers parking in a no parking area which 
creates even further problems.  Alternatively,  drivers are 
frequently forced to reverse onto the main road, which is the 
very busy and narrow at this point, Petersham Road.   The 
level of traffic on the main road increases considerably during 
the dark autumn and winter months when access through 
Richmond Park is stopped. Traffic chaos in Church Lane 
happens every day, and the dangers of this will be 
exacerbated if longer opening  hours were permitted. The lane 
is  also unlit.  PN has people whose job it is to oversee the 
parking but I’m afraid that mostly they do a woeful job.  Having 
to drive up and down this lane, often several times a day, I 
witness  many altercations with stressed drivers attempting to 
find a car parking spot and have been involved in many nasty 
incidents with customers due to their careless parking,.  The 
lane is also used by locals taking strolls and walking their 
dogs.  I am constantly concerned that one day there will be a 
terrible accident involving a dog, or even a young child. 
 
If PN were allowed to open  longer hours there will be 
considerably more traffic - both customers and deliveries and 
service vehicles. This very small lane cannot cope with its 
present level of usage so additional opening hours would 
create even more traffic and danger to public safety. 
 
b.  The Prevention of Public Nuisance 
Needless to say, the volume of traffic already has a 
deleterious effect on the local environment.  Both through the 
noise of engines revving during the day and during their 
nighttime opening, taxis waiting outside our house with their 
engines running and car doors slamming when customers 
arrive and leave - accompanied by many noisy hellos and 
goodbyes.  The increased noise and activity by having longer 
opening hours will cause an unacceptable level of 
demonstrable harm to the semi-rural environment.  Church 
Lane is within a conservation area so it would seem 
completely wrong to allow a large restaurant to operate as it if 
were in a city centre.  PN already operates two purpose built 
central London restaurants so one wonders why they need to 
have a third such establishment in a peaceful, bucolic  area, 
spoiling the peace for many who just enjoy the 
surrounding  meadows, park etc. Within a 15 minute walk 
between PN and Richmond Bridge there are at least 15 
restaurants, many with outdoor seating, so I see no reason 
why a further large restaurant in required in this residential 
area.  
  



On a personal basis, the increased noise and activity has 
wrought a very harmful effect on my family’s enjoyment of our 
home and garden as we can no longer use our garden on the 
evenings when ’Supper Clubs” take place, and we hear the 
loud chattering, clinking of cutlery and glasses, together with 
the staff preparing the tables which are situated  within 3 
metres of our boundary. It is particularly bad when PN is hired 
out for weddings, product launches etc when we can hear 
every word of amplified speeches and music which carries on 
late into the early hours. We have spent many years living in 
our house and would like to be able to enjoy our retirement 
here in the peaceful surroundings that we once enjoyed.

As local residents of Petersham, we are writing to lodge an 
objection to the the application by Petersham Nurseries for an 
extension of their food and drink license. We are concerned 
principally that such an extension would pose a risk to public 
safety and pose a public nuisance. 
 
We recognise that Petersham Nurseries is successful and 
popular establishment that attracts visitors from far and wide. 
However, the only means of access to it is along an extremely 
narrow, single-lane access road leading to a severely 
restricted parking area. This means that an ever greater 
number of visitors poses an escalating traffic safety problem. 
The Petersham Road, a major highway, is often blocked by 
cars waiting to turn into the access road, which is often 
brought to a standstill by cars arriving at or leaving the 
nurseries. The nurseries have made an effort to control the 
traffic flow by having staff at the junction of the access road 
and Petersham Road, but their efforts cannot resolve this 
constant traffic headache.  
 
In addition, pedestrians walking along the access road to 
reach the church or the river meadows are often put in danger 
by cars going to and from the nurseries by having to squeeze 
to the side to allow cars to pass.

 We live xxxxxxxxxxx and are already negatively impacted by 
them. 
 It is often impossible to find a parking space in the area due to 
the large number of people travelling to PN. On an almost 
daily basis our driveway is blocked by guests of PN parking on 
the double yellow line opposite our house. The traffic situation 
is dangerous as too many cars attempt to access the small 
Church lane and River lane. Cars constantly block both roads 
and access to houses. This situation would get worse if they 
were to increase their opening hours.  
 The increased traffic is a risk factor for the many young 
children that walk/cycle through these lanes to return home 
from their days at the Russell, Strathmore and German school.

I am writing to object to the extension of licensing at 
Petersham Nursery. Whilst the Nursery is a welcome addition 
to the local area, it does not have the infrastructure to support 
the current use, let alone increasing it. Specifically customers 
arriving and leaving causes traffic problems  along the 
Petersham Road as follows: 
- the single track access (Church Lane) to parking means 
people turning in right have to wait for a gap in traffic, and in 
either direction for those cars or taxis leaving. The latter often 
creates a stand off situation and a huge traffic back log. This is 
specifically an issue with evening supper clubs as there are 
several taxis arriving and leaving at the same time.  
- taxis stopping on the road outside the access road or along 
petersham road causes huge jams while passengers get in or 
out.  
- people trying to enter when the car park is full often stop on 
the road and argue with the attendant. If they haven’t booked 
parking in Russel School they then park on local roads often 
blocking access to those roads.  
- traffic coming and going up the Church Lane makes it very 
difficult to use the footpaths and access to Petersham 
Meadow.  
 
I am also concerned about the increased noise level. 
Obviously the greenhouses are not noise insulated and the 
use of music and microphones means sound can be heard for 
a long way.

Dear Sirs/Madam, 
 
The initial concern regarding the extended application was the 
opening time stated as 9am on Sundays. We are grateful this 
has been formally amended to 11am, and so remaining 
unchanged.   
 
We are also concerned about the lack of clarity in weighing up 
the impact on our occasional events and traffic in the lane. I 
have met once with Paula Foulser which was useful, but the 
heart of our concerns remains around these factors - 

• When do Petersham Nurseries plan the 
evening restaurant service to begin? Will they 
close the restaurant after lunch, and then 
reopen in the evening from 6.45pm-11pm? Or 
will it be an ‘all day’ restaurant service as the 
Alcohol License implies, running throughout the 
day and into the evening? This latter option will 
impact our occasional late afternoon services in 
Holy Week and Saturday Summer Concerts 
which start at 6pm, causing blockage in the 
lane with multiple cars and limited parking. 

 
• Will the current restricted number of Supper 

Clubs guests, dining only in the covered 
restaurant greenhouse, be maintained? Or will 
the number of available table settings be 
extended across the site, to include the tea 



rooms, and the outside tables across the whole 
nursery, and if so how many guests would there 
be at full capacity at any one time? A concern is 
that guest numbers will be too large in 
proportion to the Nurseries’ access if lunches 
are permitted all day across the whole site. 

 
Our primary concern is Christmas Eve and the potential 
impact on our occasional events and services. The 
Nurseries currently close on Christmas Eve lunchtime, which 
fits extremely well with our key Christmas afternoon and 
evening services, with over 500 people attending church that 
day. We therefore strongly request permission is not given for 
any changes to the opening time on Christmas Eve. It’s our 
busiest festival of the year. If there are limited or no parking 
facilities, we will not be able to host these, as many attending 
are extended families with young children and elderly with 
limited mobility. 
 
Our final concern is for our large charity Concert, usually held 
at 6pm on the 1st or 2nd Sunday evening in December. This is 
very popular, attended by over 120 people, many of whom are 
elderly and disabled for whom parking is essential. We request 
again permission is limited on Sunday evenings and that 
Petersham Nurseries agree to not open on this annual date in 
particular. My understanding is that the Nurseries have not yet 
applied for Sunday evening opening but may in the future. 
 
The Church and the Nurseries have worked well together in 
the past and we very much hope this can continue.  The 
Nurseries bring a huge contribution to the area but a fine 
balance is required for us all, along with residents to maintain 
the beauty and tranquillity of this idyllic setting, with such 
limited access and precious parking facilities.

I write to object to the licensing of Petersham Nurseries, 
particularly any extension of the licence beyond the current 
limited hours, ending by 5pm or earlier each day. 
 
I am an xxxxxx neighbour of the Nurseries, my garden ending 
about xxxxxx from where the Nurseries start. 
 
I would object primarily on the grounds of preventing public 
nuisance and public safety. 
 
Public Safety  
 
Petersham Nurseries owes its charm to the rural and 
residential setting in which it is situated and which, whilst it 



was primarily a nursery, co-existed very well with its 
neighbours, who, like myself, were frequent customers.  The 
Nurseries now run as a café, with nursery attached, on a floor 
plan which is largely in breach of existing planning 
permission.  In the original planning hearing the Nurseries 
claimed they had no intention of opening at night and this was 
among the reasons their café operation received retrospective 
planning permission.  
 
Since then they have flagrantly exceeded the planning 
requirements for a modest café operating with limited 
covers.  It is this that gives rise to the issue of public 
safety.  The entrance road to the Nurseries is extremely 
narrow and usually made more so by the many parked cars of 
customers. It is also a popular route for cyclists and 
walkers.  During daylight hours this is treacherous enough, but 
the rural calm and safety for pedestrians is restored after 5pm 
when the Nurseries mostly shut.  This will cease if they have 
extended licensing hours into the evening and the risk to 
walkers and cyclists will increase in the dark. 
 
The entrance into narrow Church Lane is off the busy 
Petersham Road, a road which becomes busier still in winter 
months when the park closes.  Increased cars entering and 
exiting the lane will give rise to increased public safety 
concerns and the risk of very serious accidents. 
 
Public Nuisance 
 
Since changing ownership and opening the café, the 
Nurseries have caused considerable public nuisance to their 
neighbours, particularly in River Lane, where their PA system 
and loud music can be heard clearly on the occasions that 
they have events there using (abusing?) their TENS 
applications to open in the evenings.  Added to this, their 
customers already seek to park in River Lane when Church 
Lane is full.  River Lane itself is already very busy with people 
accessing the river particularly on weekends.  The peace of 
the road is largely restored after the Nurseries shut.  I would 
ask that this existing nuisance should not be extended into the 
evenings with evening licensing. 
 
Local residents and those from further afield enjoying a quiet 
evening stroll between the River and the park should not have 
to encounter a late night venue in such an area, when 
Richmond and Kingston are already well-served by 
restaurants and bars.  Such a venue is wholly out of keeping 
with the neighbourhood in which the Nurseries are situated. 
 
Further, in the damp river air, sound carries and the slamming 
of doors, revving of engines or even simple conversations 
after dark can be clearly heard in my house as customers 
access River Lane down the pathway to it.  This will be 
enormously exacerbated by evening licensing and 
opening.  Alcohol and talking louder and behaving 



inconsiderately are a frequent mix! 
 
Finally, I would mention that the Nurseries adjoin Petersham 
Meadows, which is one of our few "dark spaces" in the 
borough, particularly beloved by bats, badgers and other 
nocturnal animals and which will cease to be so if the 
Nurseries opens in the evenings - whether by increased car 
headlights late into the night or because of the inexorable 
demand for street lighting which will follow. 
 
For all of the above I would ask that you do not license 
Petersham Nurseries.

I am writing to add my support to Petersham Nursery’s 
application for a new premises licence to 
regularise their dinner services and provide alcohol at their 
restaurant. 
 
The main objection to the Nursery's licence application is the 
perceived noise and disturbance from staff, customers, and 
vehicles.However, I understand that in 10 years of Petersham 
Nurseries's Supper Clubs they have received no complaints or 
notifications of noise disturbances from neighbours, other 
members of the public or Richmond Council. In addition, and 
as suggested and agreed by Richmond Council in 2012, a 
thorough Evening Management Plan has been put in place to 
ensure that there is no disturbance to their neighbours.  
 
The following efforts have been made by 
Petersham Nurseries to ensure noise is kept at a minimum. 

• Supper Clubs are attended only by guests with an 
advance reservation.   

• Travel arrangements are suggested and agreed with 
guests in advance.   

• Customers are discouraged from driving and advised 
of taxi drop off/ pick up location so to avoid 
neighbouring roads and limit access to Petersham 
Nurseries directly via Church Lane.  

• Return journeys are organised with local taxi 
companies all of whom operate hybrid vehicles which 



have a much lower noise footprint than conventional 
diesel engine taxis.   

• Guests are collected from their table once the taxi has 
arrived for a swift departure.   

• All vehicles arriving are advised by our parking 
attendants to switch of vehicle lights, engines and the 
team assist opening and closing doors to minimise 
noise.   

• Employee incentives are used to encourage staff to 
travel to work via means other than car, including a 
bike to work scheme, annual travel passes, and 
company subsidised hybrid taxis for evening shifts.   

• Guests are asked to depart respectfully for the 
residential area no later than 11pm. This message is 
reiterated on menus, reservation confirmations and 
online.   

• As an additional mitigation measure the pedestrian 
entrance to the restaurant for Supper Club events was 
relocated to a newly built gate some 20 metres east 
along Church Lane. This takes the pedestrian activity 
further from the nearest neighbouring property than 
was previously the case. It also moved car parking 
further east to some 70 metres away from the property, 
compared to the previous 40-metre distance.  

• Upon walking through pedestrian gate, within 13m, 
guests are taken inside the shop towards the 
restaurant, in turn containing the noise of guests 
arriving to inside the glasshouse.   

• No parking or vehicles allowed beyond the small 
pedestrian access gate at any point during the 
evening. 

• Petersham Nurseries Supper Clubs have also 
undergone regular rigorous independent car parking / 
traffic and noise surveys. The noise surveys which 
were carried out over multiple years, confirmed there is 
no adverse impact to gardens or living rooms in the 
nearest dwellings during the operation of the restaurant 
in the evening. It has also been proven that there are 
no adverse effects in terms of sleep disturbance to 
bedrooms of the nearest dwellings beyond 11pm.  

I strongly support the Nurseries efforts to ensure noise levels 
are kept to a minimum and am reassured that they would 
continue to work with residents and the council to 
ensure neighbours would not be negatively impacted as a 
result from their new licence. 
 
I personally have attended a number of evening services over 
the last decade and longer and have first-hand experience of 
the staff and management teams operational efforts to ensure 
there is no adverse disturbance to the neighbouring 
community. 
 
Petersham Nurseries is a much loved and highly valued local 



business. It deserves support from the local council. I very 
much hope you will take the above points into consideration

I am writing in support of Petersham Nurseries application for 
extended opening hours and licensing. I have lived close to 
the Nurseries in Petersham for nearly 18 years. Not only are 
the nurseries a source of much employment locally - they are 
without a doubt the most community minded of all the local 
hospitality businesses. From hosting coffee mornings for 
Ukrainian refugees to supporting many many other local 
groups. Their generosity and community spirit is without 
question.  
 
I have eaten at the Nurseries in the evening on several 
occasions- and every time I have been amazed by the 
diligence and ability of the staff to control parking and limit any 
noise impact on the locality. It seems extraordinary to me that 
whilst Richmond Golf Club and Ham Polo Club are able to 
host events with loud music, fireworks, and even helicopters 
landing frequently and more recently at Ham Polo funfairs with 
bumper cars and extremely loud music (the ground shook!) - 
Petersham Nurseries are unable to sell a jar of honey after 
5pm.  
 
The extended licence will not make an adverse contribution to 
levels of crime and disorder - dinner is not cheap and so is 
extremely unlikely to result in hoards of drunk patrons pouring 
out of dinner creating a disturbance. The light impact is 
minimal. There is no music played. Upon arrival at the front 
gate it’s easy to mistake that anything is going on inside, such 
is the low level of noise.  
 
In conclusion, as a former member of the licensing committee, 
I would have no hesitation in granting Petersham Nurseries 
their requested application.

I am a local resident living on xxxxxxxx and I have been an 
employee of Petersham Nurseries for the past 15 years. In 
addition, all three of my children (alongside numerous other 
young locals) have also worked at Petersham during school 
and university holidays. We have all felt very fortunate to work 
in such lovely surroundings so close to home.  



 
Petersham Nurseries customers are largely made up of locals 
who visit for a little tranquility and inspiration, but it also 
attracts guests from further afield who have read about 
Petersham Nurseries and its national and international 
reputation in the press, and are keen to experience the unique 
surroundings for themselves.

Petersham is blessed by beautiful ‘assets’ including the 
Carolean mansions that adorn Petersham Road and along 
with St. Peter's Church, Meadows & the Thames these 
provide the backdrop to a charming Borough village that we all 
wish to protect. There are four main contributors to the 
business and cultural life which adds to the unique pleasure of 
Petersham; Ham Polo Club, Richmond Golf Club, The 
Petersham and Petersham Nurseries. Remove these special 
contributors to the life of Petersham and the village could be 
just another historical footnote for passing traffic to Richmond 
and Kingston. That is why the Open Gardens and Flower 
Festivals add so much pleasure to the local scene and attract 
the passer-by to stop and explore. The river itself attracts 
people in huge numbers on their way to Richmond or to 
Twickenham with their pubs and many picnic on the Meadows 



or riverbank. In the way that shutting access to the river or 
riverside pubs might seem unthinkable then so does the 
Council's seemingly half-hearted attitude to supporting 
contributors like Ham Polo Club and the Petersham Nurseries 
which add joie de vivre. As a 36 year long resident next to the 
PN at Rutland Lodge and as current Chair of Ham Polo Club I 
have concerns about LBRuT's approach to important local 
contributors and about its ability to apply its own planning 
rules. An example is the case of planning permission being 
granted for a large rooftop terrace overlooking both the 
communal garden space at Rutland Lodge and the adjacent 
Petersham Nurseries apparently against LBRuT’s internal 
guidelines; Until 2018 the development plan comprised the 
Richmond Core Strategy and the Richmond Development 
Management Plan. The relevant policies were Core Strategy 
policy CP7, and Development Management policies DC5 and 
DC6. In addition, there was and still is a Supplementary 
Planning Document entitled House Extensions and 
Alterations, dated May 2015. The relevant section of the SPD 
is section 3: Impact on Residential Amenity. CP7 required new 
development to maintain ‘appropriate levels of amenity’. DC5 
sought ’to protect …properties from unreasonable loss of 
privacy’ arising from new development. DC6 required upper 
floor terraces ‘to provide some shelter and privacy to 
neighbouring properties...’. The SPD states: “A new extension 
should not result in any loss of privacy to adjoining dwellings 
and gardens to prevent overlooking. Using the roof of an 
extension as a balcony, will normally be unacceptable” In 2018 
the Council adopted a Local Plan which replaced the Core 
Strategy and Development Management Plan 2015. The 
relevant policy of the Local Plan is LP8 which seeks to ensure 
that ‘balconies do not raise unacceptable overlooking... to 
nearby occupiers.’ The idea is to protect amenity spaces from 
the impact of new development yet LBRuT failed to protect 
both the Rutland Lodge estate and the Petersham Nurseries. 
The Council is a local landowner but trying to lease its land 
sometimes doesn’t feel like it’s open to all-comers as Ham 
Polo Club discovered when trying to bid to lease horse 
paddocks adjacent to the club. The perceived lack of interest 
by the Council in the request doesn’t seem to be an even 
approach on behalf of Council tax-payers and there may be 
other leased Council properties in Petersham which could go 
out to tender. As guardian of local land and property shouldn’t 
LBRuT apply its own rules and take care in not overly aligning 
itself with vociferous groups such as the Ham & Petersham 
Association which campaigns against the very institutions 
providing the creative spark that most London Boroughs would 
be proud of and which bring culture, employment and keep 
Petersham a vibrant village. Such experiences have left me 
disappointed by LBRuT’s approach and I find myself in great 
sympathy with the Petersham Nurseries in its struggle to add 
creativity and beauty and especially when the original 
nurseries were allegedly about to be sold off for housing.

PETERSHAM CAFÉ AND NURSERIES 

1. Petersham Café and Nurseries is a highly acclaimed local plant nursery with associated shop, 

teahouse and restaurant operating under existing Premises Licence PL013133. The premises has 

also historically hosted a series of Supper Club evenings for pre booked diners, authorised under 

the maximum allowance of Temporary Event Notices (“TENs”) every year since 20061. 

 

2. Amongst other awards and recognitions, Petersham Nurseries won “Best Business” in the 2020 

Richmond Business Awards and holds a Green Michelin Star for its approach to sustainability.  

The business contributes to local charities and is proactively involved in numerous community 

initiatives (see below). 

 
3. Representations made in respect of the new Premises Licence application identify Petersham 

Café and Nurseries as an iconic community asset that the London Borough of Richmond upon 

Thames can be proud of.   

 
4. The Applicant has produced a 2 minute video of a Supper Club to demonstrate the nature of the 

evening service and management procedures: https://youtu.be/zGWsNi_bobg 

 
1 The Applicant does not have the exact number of TENs authorised since 2006 and the full allocation was not 
utilised during lockdown but believes this is in the region 280– 340 Supper Club evenings authorised under 
TENs since 2006 
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THE APPLICATION & AMENDMENTS 

5.  The application follows pre-application consultation with the Licensing Authority and 

Metropolitan Police.   

 

6. The application proposes a new Premises Licence to replace existing Premises Licence PL013133.  

This Premises Licence authorises the sale of alcohol until 17:00 only and Recorded Music 24 hours 

a day.  There are no premises-specific conditions imposed on the existing Premises Licence2.   

 
7. The Applicant proposes a new Premises Licence authorising the supply of alcohol until 17:00 

Sunday to Tuesday (as existing) and 22:30 on Wednesday to Saturdays only, subject to no more 

than 3 Supper Club evenings per week.  There is no proposal for Regulated Entertainment. The 

proposed operating schedule, agreed with the Police, includes a comprehensive schedule of 

updated licence conditions to promote the Licensing Objectives.  

 
8. Following careful consideration of concerns raised in the representations, the Applicant has 

scaled back the original application proposals significantly and volunteered additional 

restrictions, as follows: 

 
a. Withdraw original proposal for the sale of alcohol beyond 17:00 on Mondays and Tuesdays. 

 

b. Additional condition: “Alcohol may be supplied after 17:00 on no more than 3 days per 

week.” 

 

c. Additional condition: “The supply of alcohol after 17:00 on Wednesdays to Saturdays shall 

be restricted to the restaurant area or the seating area adjacent to the restaurant under the 

pergola only. The supply of alcohol shall cease at 17:00 in all other areas of the licensed 

premises.” 

 
d. Amend the start time for the sale of alcohol to 11:00am every day. 

 
e. Amend the opening time on Sundays to 11:00am and agreement to the St. Peter’s Church 

Parking pledge (Tab 3) to ensure no conflict with Church events. 

 
2 Other than the mandatory conditions, historical embedded restrictions carried over from the Licensing Act 
1964 and restrictions on categories of alcohol permitted for sale 
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f. Conditions agreed with the Police. 

 
9. The following table outlines the differences between the existing Premises Licence and the 

proposed Premises Licence (as amended):

10. The proposed Premises Licence conditions tightly control the use of the premises and proactively 

promote the Licensing Objectives to ensure that local residents are not disturbed by licensable 

activities provided on-site. 

 

11. The Applicant has also offered a new Premises Licence condition further limiting the number of 

Supper Club evenings to a maximum of 3 per week. The Applicant anticipates that this maximum 

limit will only be reached during the warmer months. During the colder months there will likely 

be less, or even zero, trading beyond 17:00. 

 

12. The additional hours proposed on Wednesdays to Saturdays seek to regularise the Applicant’s 

Supper Club evenings under the controls of a Premises Licence, which have historically been 

authorised under the annual maximum limit of TENs4.  The Applicant has an impeccable track 

record operating under the TENs since 2006:

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a. The Licensing Authority has confirmed that there have been no recorded complaints in 

respect of the Supper Club evenings.   

 

b. The Applicant has never had to call the Police to respond to an incident of crime or disorder 

occurring during the Supper Club evenings. 

 
13. The Applicant has therefore demonstrated that the Supper Club evenings can be provided 

without harming the Licensing Objectives.  The Applicant is committed to continuing this 

complaint-free record under the tighter controls imposed by a Premises Licence.   

 

PLANNING 

 
14. The Applicant submitted an application for a lawful development certificate to the London 

Borough of Richmond upon Thames Planning Authority in 2021.  This  application has not yet 

been determined.   

 

15. The Statement of Licensing Policy5 and Section 182 Guidance6 recognise that the planning and 

licensing regimes are separate; involve consideration of different matters; and that licensing 

committees are not bound by planning.   

 
16. As a result, the Premises Licence application should be properly determined independently and 

under the licensing regime alone.  

 

REPRESENTATIONS 

 

17. The application has received representations in support and against.  There are no outstanding 

representations from the Responsible Authorities. 

 

18. An indicative sample of the representations in support includes:

“I have been a resident of Petersham for 20 years and have seen over this period that the owners 
and management of the business have established a unique place in Richmond that should be 
supported by the Council.”  
 
“Petersham Nurseries is a much loved and highly valued local business. It deserves support from 
the local council.” 

“The “farm to table” strategy employed by Petersham is one we should all be supporting. They 
are, I’d imagine, the restaurant with the lowest carbon footprint in the borough.  This 
consideration to the environment extends beyond what ends up on the plate. They are, from my 
extensive experience dining there, always considerate to their neighbours, not noisy and the car 
parking is well organised (manned by staff at all times) and discreet. They employ almost 200 (!!!) 
staff in the local area, which I can assure you, is unbelievably impressive in the restaurant world 
these days and, in turn, those staff deserve job security.”  
 
“They are mindful of their place within the local area and I am aware of their open garden events, 
environmental and charitable initiatives. I can say with certainty that demonstrate themselves to 
be good and thoughtful  neighbours. I am aware of their evening management plan, which was 
implemented many years ago to ensure that Petersham Nurseries is not associated with crime 
and does not disturb local residents.” 
 
“Our small community organisation has been shown much support by the Petersham Nursery 
team over the many years of our relationship. …  Throughout our relationship with Petersham 
Nursery  all our communications and requests for their involvement have always been responded 
to swiftly.”  
 
“I have lived close to the Nurseries in Petersham for nearly 18 years. Not only are the nurseries a 
source of much employment locally - they are without a doubt the most community minded of all 
the local hospitality businesses. From hosting coffee mornings for Ukrainian refugees to 
supporting many many other local groups. Their generosity and community spirit is without 
question.” 
 
“I have been amazed by the diligence and ability of the staff to control parking and limit any noise 
impact on the locality.” 
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19. Further letters of support sent to the Council (but not directly to the Licensing Authority) during 

the statutory consultation period are included in Tab 5 of the Applicant’s bundle of evidence and 

supporting material. 

 

20. In addition, a petition attracting over 6,500 signatories in support of the Applicant has been 

provided to the Licensing Authority. An analysis of the signatories and comments is set out in Tab 

8. 

 

21. The Applicant seeks to summarise and address the objections as follows: 

Noise 

22. A number of the objections cite concerns about public nuisance associated with noise from the 

premises.   

 

23. The Applicant is aware of only 2 historical reported complaints relating to: 

 
a. A private family wedding held in premises separate but adjacent to Petersham Café & 

Nurseries.   

 

b. A query about compliance with Covid-19 regulations, which was later clarified and resolved 

without any finding of wrongdoing. 

 
24. As stated above, the Licensing Authority has confirmed that there have been no reported noise 

complaints in respect of the Supper Club evenings authorised under TENs, which the Applicant 

seeks to regularise under the proposed Premises Licence.   

 

25. As a result, there is no evidence that Supper Club evenings authorised under the proposed 

Premises Licence will result in any public nuisance.  The complaint free record is in fact evidence 

that the Public Nuisance Licensing Objective will be promoted if the application is granted.   

 
26. Furthermore, as part of the concurrent planning applications, independent acoustic experts have 

previously confirmed that noise levels do not amount to a public nuisance to the nearest 

residential dwellings during Supper Club evenings7.  

 
7 Sharps Gaylor Acoustic Consultants Environmental Noise Assessment 
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27. The existing Premises Licence authorises Recorded Music 24 hours a day. The proposed Premises 

Licence does not include any provision for Regulated Entertainment and will include updated 

licence conditions to promote the Prevention of Public Nuisance Licensing Objective. 

 
 
Planning  
 
28. A number of the objectors have raised planning as a concern.  As above, the Applicant has 

submitted a planning application and is awaiting determination from the Planning Authority. The 

Statement of Licensing Policy and the s.182 Guidance distinguishes the separate planning and 

licensing regimes. The Licensing Sub-Committee’s determination of the application must be made 

under the Licensing Act 2003 alone.   

 

Parking and Traffic Congestion 

 

29. A key concern of the objectors is parking and traffic congestion.   

 
30. The Statement of Licensing Policy recognises that parking and highways matters are 

considerations under the planning regime, not licensing. Paragraph 8.4 of the states (emphasis 

added):  

 

“The planning and licensing regimes involve consideration of different matters. For example, 

licensing takes into account the four Licensing Objectives:  

• The prevention of crime and disorder 

• Public safety  

• The prevention of public nuisance  

• The protection of children from harm  

whereas planning considers a range of issues such as, 

• Public nuisance 

• Loss of privacy 

• Highway safety 

• Design 

• Nature conservation 

• Adequacy of parking 
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• Amenity  

• Layout & Density  

• Sustainability” 

 

31. In any event:  

 

a. During a recent full-capacity Supper Club evening (100 covers) the Applicant logged just 7 

cars and 11 taxis in Church Lane during the course of the evening. The majority of customers 

visiting the restaurant in the evening arrive and leave on foot.  

 

b. There is only one sitting for dinner. The premises does not “turn its tables”. 

 

c. The Applicant is not aware of any recorded complaints or evidence that parking or traffic 

congestion is harming the Licensing Objectives.   

 

d. The Applicant has implemented finely tuned parking and traffic management procedures to 

ensure that customers arriving and departing by vehicles do so safely and without disturbing 

local residents. The Licensing Sub-Committee is referred to the Evening Management Plan 

submitted with the Applicant’s evidence at Tab 2. 

 
e. On arrival, guests are brought straight into the premises through the entrance lobby. 

 
f. On departure, guests who have ordered one of the hybrid taxis operated by local operators 

wait at their tables until staff are alerted that the taxi has arrived by way of a radio earpiece 

system. They are then escorted to their taxi. There is no “prolonged goodbye”; guests leave 

the premises swiftly and quietly. 

 
g. Local taxi firms have been thoroughly briefed about the necessity of not disturbing local 

residents. 

 

h. Signage is displayed on notices requesting customers to leave the premises quietly without 

disturbing local residents. 

 

i. Menus include a request that local residents are respected. 
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j. The Applicant’s booking confirmation includes guidance on travelling to the premises with a 

request that customers use public transport. Customers are reminded 2-3 days in advance 

when called to confirm their booking. 

 

k. Parking marshals are deployed to ensure the procedures are followed and enforced.   

 
l. Staff leave the premises at the end of the evening by way of a rear entrance. 

 
32. The Applicant’s video demonstrates how these measures are implemented8. 

 

Sunday opening times 

 

33. The Applicant has engaged with the Reverend of St Peter’s Church and subsequently amended 

the opening times and start times for the sale of alcohol on Sundays to 11.00 am to avoid any 

potential clashes with church services and therefore address any relevant concerns raised. 

 

34. In addition, the Applicant has undertaken to continue engaging with the Church to ensure the 

Supper Club evenings do not conflict with any evening events held by the Church to help manage 

vehicular access to the local area. This commitment has been formalised by the Applicant in the 

St. Peter’s Church Parking Pledge at Tab 3. 

 
 
Ecology & Nature Conservation  
 

 

35. Paragraph 8.4 of the Statement of Licensing Policy recognises that issues relating to nature 

conservation are not a matter for consideration under the licensing regime. 

 

36. In any event, there will be no material difference on local wildlife or the local natural environment 

if the Premises Licence is granted.   

 

37. The Applicant prides itself on its contribution to wider Richmond ecological initiatives such as the 

Petersham Horticultural Society activities, planting programmes and providing a valuable garden 

centre resource to the local community.

COMMUNITY 

 
38. The Applicant is a proactive member of the Petersham and wider Richmond Community. Local 

community and charitable involvement includes: 

 

a. Hosting Ham & Petersham SOS coffee mornings for the elderly. 

 

b. Participating in “Cook for Ukraine” initiative (raising approximately £6,000) and hosting 

Ukrainian refugee coffee mornings. 

 
c. Providing the cakes for the local 100 person street party for the Queen’s Jubilee 

Celebrations. 

 

d. Local planting programmes, including Petersham’s Britain in Bloom. 

 

e. Annual Christmas Wreath making and summer raffle prize donations in partnership with the 

Petersham Horticultural Society. 

 

f. Work Experience placements for students at Paddock School. 

 

g. Gardening and cooking workshops for “School Food Matters”. 

 

h. Fundraising for various charities, including approximately £12,000 each year for The 

Vineyard Community Centre in Richmond in aid of their various charitable projects. 

 
i. Raising approximately £40,000 for endangered Elephants in Asia for The Elephant Family 

charity. 

 
39. Further information about the Applicant’s work for the local community is set out in the 

Community Engagement document at Tab 4. 
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EMPLOYMENT 

 

40. The Applicant employs approximately 170 people. Approximately 80% of employees live locally 

and within five miles. All are provided with a public transport incentive and a cycle to work 

incentive, with the Applicant guaranteeing loans for the purchase of cycles and equipment.   

 

41. Many of these persons’ employment is dependent on the continued provision of the Supper Club 

evenings. Extracts of employee comments to the Council are set out in Tab 6.  

 

POLICY  

 
42. The premises is not within the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames’ Cumulative impact 

Area, meaning there is no presumption to refuse.   

 

43. The application, as amended, proposes a very modest and restricted Premises Licence. The 

proposed hours, 17:00 Sunday to Tuesday and 22:30 Wednesday to Saturday, are not late and 

very unlikely to harm the Licensing Objectives9.   

 

44. The Applicant submits that the application is made in accordance with the underlying objectives 

of the policy:  

“This policy aims to “achieve the right balance” through consideration of the needs of businesses, 

residents, visitors and other stakeholders.10” 

 

45. The policy welcomes applications from premises that are not centred around alcohol (emphasis 

added): 

 

“To this end the Council encourages applications from premises wishing to provide:  

• Entertainment (such as live music, dancing, theatre and plays); 

• Cultural diversity; 

• Choice; 

• Family friendly environments;

• Focus on food; 

• Quality standards; and  

• Environmentally responsible premises. “ 

 

46. The policy is correctly aimed at encouraging responsibly operated premises that promote the 

Licensing Objectives and enhance Richmond’s cultural diversity.  Similarly, the Applicant 

promotes the policies associated with the Licensing Objectives in sections 12, 13, 14 and 15, 

which identify higher-risk categories of premises centred around alcohol, regulated 

entertainment, vertical drinking and the supply of alcohol.  The Applicant’s premises does not 

demonstrate any of these characteristics and is therefore a lower-risk category of premises that 

the policy seeks to promote and protect. The bar at the premises is a dispense bar only and 

alcohol is only supplied to persons dining on the premises. 

 

THE IMPACT OF COVID-19 & COST OF LIVING CRISIS 

 
47. A new Premises Licence would provide the Applicant with a foundation to continue the provision 

of the complaint-free Supper Clubs on a marginally more frequent yet regulated basis.  This will 

help to safeguard the hospitality aspect of the business as it emerges from the unprecedented 

challenges of the Covid-19 pandemic and enters its next business critical phase presented by 

rising energy prices, inflation and a forecasted recession.  Safeguarding the revenue generated 

from the Supper Club evenings will also help to protect the long-term viability of the plant nursery 

retail business, the teahouse and its community events, as well as the associated employment of 

local people and community initiatives. 

 

48. Licensing decisions inevitably and should take into account the wider economic impact of a 

proposal made by a local business. This was recognised by the Court of Appeal in the leading case 

of Hope and Glory [2011] EWCA Civ 31, when Toulson LJ observed [at 42]: 

 
“Licensing decisions often involve weighing a variety of competing considerations: benefit to the 

proprietor and to the locality by drawing in visitors and stimulating the demand, the effect on 

law and order, the impact on the lives of those who live and work in the vicinity, and so on.” 
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SUMMARY  

 

49. Petersham Café & Nurseries is recognised as an award winning and valued local asset to the 

London Borough of Richmond-upon-Thames.  Its benefits to the local area and wider community 

have been recognised by the wide-ranging representations in support and many thousands of 

signatories to the Applicant’s petition.   

 

50. The objectors have raised matters that are not relevant to the Licensing Sub-Committee’s 

decision making under the Licensing Act 2003. In any event, all the concerns of the objectors have 

been properly addressed by the amendments to the Application, the comprehensive operating 

schedule of updated licence conditions and the Applicant’s operational procedures. 

 
51. The Responsible Authorities, who are the Licensing Sub-Committee’s own expert advisors on the 

Licensing Objectives, have not objected to the amended application. 

 

52. The Applicant seeks an up-to-date Premises Licence to regularise historical and complaint-free 

trading under an outdated Premises Licence and TENs.  The tightly conditioned Premises Licence 

proposed will help to safeguard the long-term viability of the wider Petersham Café & Nurseries 

business, together with all of the positive benefits to the local community and employment.   

 
53. The Applicant has demonstrated through its complaint-free record under hundreds TENs that this 

can be achieved by continuing to provide licensable activities in a professional and responsible 

manner that promotes the Licensing Objectives.  The comprehensive updated conditions will 

update and formalise the historical arrangement, as well as providing local residents and the 

Responsible Authorities with a new enforceable layer of control.   

 
54. The Applicant invites the Licensing Sub-Committee to grant the Premises Licence accordingly.

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Evening Management Plan 

• Supper Clubs are attended only by guests with an advance reservation.  

• Travel arrangements are suggested and agreed with guests in advance.  

• Customers are discouraged from driving and advised of taxi drop off/ pick up location 
so to avoid neighbouring roads and limit access to Petersham Nurseries directly via 
Church Lane. 

• Return journeys are organised with local taxi companies all of whom operate hybrid 
vehicles which have a much lower noise footprint than conventional diesel engine 
taxis.  

• Guests are collected from their table once the taxi has arrived for a swift departure.  

• All vehicles arriving are advised by our parking attendants to switch of vehicle lights, 
engines and the team assist opening and closing doors to minimise noise.  

• Employee incentives are used to encourage staff to travel to work via means other 
than car, including a bike to work scheme, annual travel passes, and company 
subsidised hybrid taxis for evening shifts.  

• Guests are asked to depart respectfully for the residential area no later than 11pm. This 
message is reiterated on menus, reservation confirmations and online.  

• As an additional mitigation measure the pedestrian entrance to the restaurant for 
Supper Club events was relocated to a newly built gate some 20 metres east along 
Church Lane. This takes the pedestrian activity further from the nearest neighbouring 
property than was previously the case. It also moved car parking further east to some 
70 metres away from the property, compared to the previous 40-metre distance. 
 

• Upon walking through pedestrian gate, within 13m, guests are taken inside the shop 
towards the restaurant, in turn containing the noise of guests arriving to inside the 
glasshouse.  

• No parking or vehicles allowed beyond the small pedestrian access gate at any point 
during the evening. 

To illustrate the stringent measures, we have in place to manage the quiet arrival and 
departure of guests, plus parking controls for the handful of vehicles, we created a film 
of one of our evening services. You will also see the general serene nature of these 
evenings.

 Car park attendants to reserve parking for congregation on Sunday mornings. 
o The Nurseries opens at 11am on Sunday mornings and minimal cars that arrive 

between 11am and 12 noon will park at the far end of Church Lane, close to the 
Nursery gate.  The end of the Lane closest to Petersham Road will be maintained for 
parishioners attending Church until midday and PN car park attendants will ensure 
that adequate parking places are available for those attending church. 

o PN will communicate on their website that car parking spaces on Sunday mornings 
are prioritised for St. Peters Church congregation. 

o This can be publicised to parishioners in your newsletters, website, notice board etc. 
 On Funeral days, PN car parkers will manage the lane accordingly to ensure that there are 

spaces prioritised for congregation.  
o PN will purchase black cones which will be used to reserve car park spaces on 

Funeral days. 
o PN management will allocate PN car park attendants to be present on Church Lane 

in advance of the service, throughout and afterwards until the congregation depart 
to ensure comfort and ease for funeral attendees. 

 During normal opening hours, PN car park attendants will prioritise spaces for people 
attending St. Peters Church 

o This will be built into the car park training manual 
o This can be publicised to parishioners in your newsletters, website, notice board etc. 
o On occasions that the car park is busy, car park attendants will request St. Peters 

visitors to pull into the layby next to Petersham House garden gates. Whilst waiting 
for a space to become vacant, other PN customers cars will be held back until the St. 
Peters visitor’s car has been parked.  

 PN will close on Christmas Eve at 4pm (an hour earlier than normal) to ensure that the car 
park is free for St. Peters congregation. PN commit to closing after lunch service on future 
Christmas Eves. 

 St. Peters will remain in regular dialogue with the management team at PN providing notice 
of key dates.  PN will ensure that key dates are diarised and that car park attendants manage 
the lane accordingly to ensure that parishioners are able to park adequately. 

 As an additional gesture, Petersham Nurseries will provide complimentary car parking 
assistance even when the Nurseries is closed for key significant events such as the annual 
Christmas charity concert.

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Petersham Nurseries, run by Petersham Nurseries Ltd (herein referred to as PNL), has been open to the 
public since 2004 and continues to attract visitors and customers year-round. Thanks to a successful 
business model, it has grown and now currently employs over 170 staff who support retail and food and 
beverage. PNL prioritises employing locally with staff comprising of both full and part-time, 68% of whom 
live within a 5-mile radius.  

Staff work in departments ranging from buying, finance, marketing, human resources, retail, food and 
beverage, to site gardening, maintenance and floristry. 

PNL proactively encourages career progression by promoting from within. By offering a variety of  
training and encouraging staff to broaden their experience by moving departmentally, it retains staff, 
develops skills and add value to the business. Internal succession is something that PNL prides itself in. 
Several long-standing employees have grown with the business. The current and previous general 
managers both began in the restaurant team starting with the business as pot washer and waitress, whilst 
the current operations manager, commenced his employment in the teahouse. Staff retention is strong and 
15% of current employees have been with the business for more than 5 years. PNL believe in investing in 
its staff, upskilling department heads with people and development management courses and by ensuring 
regular appraisals to discuss career progression/opportunities. They also subsidise wine and horticultural 
qualifications and run brand immersion days to engage with their teams and communicate their attitude 
towards sustainability and slow living.  Teams regularly meet for departmental breakfasts or social activities 
such as “bake off” competitions, wine tastings, wreath making classes, yoga and circuit training. 
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PNL welcome work experience students from local schools, as well as annually inviting  
students from Capel Manor and Leith’s to visit with a view to offer first time employment. PNL maintain 
relationships with local colleges for recruitment opportunities and have an ambition to create an 
apprenticeship programme.

PNL has been operating since 2004 under its current ownership and has therefore, been contributing to the 
local economy for 17 years by providing local employment opportunities, using local and national suppliers 
and paying non-domestic rates to LBRUT. 

PNL is first and foremost a nursery that sells plants and horticultural equipment.  They purchase plants for 
sale from small artisanal producers and suppliers as much as possible and this is supplemented by on site 
propagation. They also sell furniture, tableware, lighting, garden accessories, bags, hats, scarves, 
apothecary and more so its suppliers are varied and far reaching. 

The restaurant/teahouse has become more popular over the years selling high quality responsibly  
sourced food. The restaurants and shop/nursery ensure that menu and product ranges provide options 
from the accessible to the aspirational, thus offering something for regular locals and dog walkers who to 
pop in for coffee and cake or those visiting from afar for a special occasion.

The established reputation of the brand with its far-reaching press editorials, helps to attracts both local, 
national and international visitors. It has established relationships with key international, national, regional, 
and digital press who have supported all aspects of the business since the beginning. This has been 
demonstrated regularly over the years in media coverage and more recently in specific campaigns such as 
the launch of its second site in Covent Garden and more recently with the launch of the Petersham 
Nurseries book.  
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PNL plays a big part in the local community, not just in terms of being an employer but also in  
terms of how they engage and forge relationships with local organisations giving back to the neighbourhood 
that it sits alongside.  

PNL engage with local children by offering work experience to students at Paddock School. 

They regularly host gardening and cooking workshops for the charity School Food Matters. 
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They regularly support the village of Petersham’s entry in Britain in Bloom and London in Bloom. 

They annually engage with the Petersham and Ham Sea Scouts at Christmas and have supported them to 
materialise their dream for a new scout hut.  

Mindful of minimising their waste, plants that are non-saleable are offered to staff and to local charities and 
organisations. 

PNL have established a strong relationship with Ham and Petersham SOS, a neighbourhood care group for 
elderly and disabled residents who provide transport, weekly activities, monthly outings and practical help.  
Regular coffee mornings take place at the nurseries and participants enjoy a warm drink, sweet treats, and 
a chance to socialise. 

PNL have provided floral table arrangements for the Richmond Chamber of Commerce awards ceremony 
for the last 3 events which are held annually at Twickenham Stadium. They were the events main sponsor 
in 2021. 

The Green team host annual wreath making workshops for The Petersham Horticutural Society. 

PNL actively engages with local interest groups, St Peter’s Church, Petersham as well as the Petersham 
Meadow Advisory Board to maintain a close relationship with the National Trust and Petersham Meadows. 

The companies chosen charity for the last 5 years is The Vineyard Community Centre whom it has 
established a close relationship with.  Hosting annual open gardens to raise vital funds, selling its “works of 
love” in the shop and as part of their “Roots programme”. In 2019 they hosted a lunch for 15 Roots 
candidates and went on to recruit Stanley who became the site cleaner and plant waterer. They have also 
since taken on Darius as a Car Park Attendant, also from the Roots Programme. The programme 
endeavours to help members regain confidence and a place in the community. As a result of this, Stanley 
quickly became a valued member of the Petersham family and went on to talk in front of sixty people at an 
in-house training and brand building day held for staff.  
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When there is a surplus of food, either on a small scale, after a banqueting event, or when the bakers have 
made too many cakes, or more recently when the restaurants closed unexpectedly due to Covid, excess food 
from larders and fridges are sent to The Vineyard Centrei to help feed the homeless and disadvantaged. 

In 2018 PNL launched its Resident Programme inviting residents with a Ham and Petersham postcode to 
sign up and receive discounts, special offers and priority promotions. Since inception, recipients have taken 
advantage of free coffee/cake, priority restaurant and evening events bookings, discounted David Austin 
British Roses, free tool sharpening, amongst many other benefits.  

Discounts on plants and gardening sundries are offered to members of the Petersham Horticultural Society, 
as well as the complimentary appetisers/ aperitifs offered to holders of the Visit Richmond Residents Card. 

&RQWULEXWLRQ�WR�&KDULW\�

PNL regularly host fundraising dinners in aid of charitable organisations.  Beneficiaries have included:  The 
Elephant Charity, Action Against Hunger, Farms not Factories, Cook for Syria, The Resurgence Trust, The 
Gaia Foundation and London Cycling Campaign.  They have worked alongside Hub Dot, The Avenues in 
W10 and made donations to many local organisations and schools, from Clink Charity, School Food 
Matters, Riding for the Disabled, The Holly Lodge Centre in Richmond Park, The National Garden Scheme, 
The Victoria Foundation, Ham and Petersham SOS and The Ham and Petersham Sea Scouts. The total 
estimated donation spends in 2016-2017 was in excess of £50,000.  More recently PNL have hosted 
Ukrainian refugee coffee mornings, which has resulted in PNL employing 10 Ukrainian refugees to the 
team.

More recently (April – August 2021) PN raised in excess of £40,000 from cover donations in support of the 
Elephant Family Charity. Two magnificent life size Tusker elephant sculptures greeted visitors to 
Richmond, a symbol of a long-standing relationship with the Elephant Family charity whom they first hosted 
a charity dinner for, attended by Prince Charles and the Duchess of Cornwall in 2006.  

For the last 4 years, by opening their private garden annually, The Boglione family and PNL have raised in 
excess of £60,000 for the Vineyard Community Centre in Richmond. Since 2012, the Vineyard Community 
Centre has been offering help, comfort and hope to those in crisis, the lonely and the marginalised. A true 
community hub, their reach extends far beyond crisis management. From a food bank, café and charity 
shop to their latest initiatives ‘Works of Love’ and “Roots Programme”   
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PNL, raised nearly £4,000 at its last (2019) Christmas shopping evening in aid of the Victoria Foundation 
from mulled wine and mince pie donations. 

Additional donations have been made to Ham Polo Club’s Orange Tree fundraising event, the Richmond 
May Fair Ball, The Richmond Gold Course, the Richmond Museum, Ham Parade Market. 

Complimentary tables within the restaurant are regularly offered to local school and charities for use as 
raffle or auction prizes.

PNL grow their own organic cut flowers in their onsite cutting garden to use within their restaurant and 
teahouse and encourage others to grow and enjoy British homegrown flowers.  

We are purveyors of organic farming, maintaining quality and chemical-free ways of growing in their 
kitchen garden and at their family farm in Devon, where much of their produce comes from. 

They have their own onsite ground water source which feeds the irrigation and hoses at the nursery to 
keep the plants watered.  

They recycle the yew trees that border their Richmond site with The Friendship Estate, which in turn 
supports cancer research.  
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They recycle most of their waste, working alongside SRA approved Sustainable-Advantage to achieve 
sustainability goals by tackling waste to cut costs and carbon emissions. 

PNL work closely with their teams to ensure that responsible waste management is part of everyone’s 
working practices. An onsite Anaerobic Food Digestor odourlessly turns food waste from food preparation 
and plate waste into water using only aerobic bacteria without any chemicals involved. Whilst a substantial 
composting facility in the gardens of Petersham House is regularly fed with vegetable peelings, coffee 
grinds and spent loose leaf tea. The organic compost created is used by the site gardeners and any 
surplus is offered free of charge to the local community. These two initiatives have drastically reduced the 
volume of food waste collections from site. 

PNL’s commitment to minimising plastic continues. By using installed water filters, and by purchasing milk 
directly from farmers, no plastic bottles are used onsite. Any takeaway containers (which are minimal) are 
compostable and chefs operate consciously to irradiate plastic from the kitchen. They have been awarded 
the “Ocean Champion badge” by Oceanic Global and are working hard to achieve the “Plastic Free” award. 

PNL were honoured with one of the first ever Green Michelin Stars in 2019 - a tribute to their hard work and 
commitment to sustainability. They have maintained this honour for the second consecutive year.

In 2013 the Petersham Platform was launched. It provides a platform for discussion, education and 
expression where PNL can engage with the community on issues such as sustainability, gastronomy and 
agriculture.  Speakers have included those from the Sustainable Food Trust, the founder and director of the 
International Society for Ecology and Culture, the environmental activist and editor of Resurgence 
magazine and speakers from Slow Food.  

PNL is a member of the Sustainable Restaurant Association and have been awarded the highest 
accreditation as a leader in sustainability three years in a row. In 2017 they were awarded the Food Made 
Good prize for Serving More Veg and Better Meat.   

PNL hosted The Vineyard Community’s 10th Anniversary celebration event, attended by the Mayors office, 
and many members of Richmond Council (including Leader of the Council).

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following 
activities, or substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the 
sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises in a manner which carries a 
significant risk of leading or contributing to crime and disorder, prejudice to public safety, 
public nuisance, or harm to children- 
 
(a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or 
encourage, individuals to- 
   (i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or 
supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible 
person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or 
   (ii) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise); 
 
(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or 
discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic (other than 
any promotion or discount available to an individual in respect of alcohol for consumption 
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at a table meal, as defined in section 159 of the Act); 
 
(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or 
reward the purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less; 
 
(d) provision of free or discounted alcohol in relation to the viewing on the premises of a 
sporting event, where that provision is dependent on- 
(i) the outcome of a race, competition or other event or process, or 
(ii) the likelihood of anything occurring or not occurring; 
 
(e) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in 
the vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage 
or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness in any 
favourable manner. 
 
2.  The responsible person shall ensure that no alcohol is dispensed directly by one 
person into the mouth of another (other than where that other person is unable to drink 
without assistance by reason of a disability). 
 
3.  The responsible person shall ensure that free tap water is provided on request to 
customers where it is reasonably available. 
 
4. 
(1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder shall ensure that an 
age verification policy applies to the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol. 
(2) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 
18 years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on 
request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth 
and a holographic mark. 
 
5.  The responsible person shall ensure that- 
(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the 
premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance 
ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is available to customers in the 
following measures- 
(i) beer or cider: 1/2 pint; 
(ii) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and 
(iii) still wine in a glass: 125 ml; and 
(b) customers are made aware of the availability of these measures.

g. On New Year's Eve from the end of permitted hours on the following day, which would 
be 11:00 if New Year's Day falls on a weekday or 12:00 if a Sunday. 
 
The above restrictions do not prohibit: 
(a) during the first twenty minutes after the above hours the consumption of the alcohol on 
the premises; 
(b) during the first twenty minutes after the above hours, the taking of the alcohol from the 
premises unless the alcohol is supplied or taken in an open vessel; 
(c) during the first thirty minutes after the above hours the consumption of the alcohol on 
the premises by persons taking meals there if the alcohol was supplied for consumption as 
ancillary to the meals; 
(d) consumption of the alcohol on the premises or the taking of sale or supply of alcohol to 
any person residing in the licensed premises; 
(e) the ordering of alcohol to be consumed off the premises, or the despatch by the vendor 
of the alcohol so ordered; 
(f) the sale of alcohol to a trader or club for the purposes of the trade or club; 
(g) the sale or supply of alcohol to any canteen or mess, being a canteen in which the sale 
or supply of alcohol is carried out under the authority of the Secretary of State or an 
authorised mess of members of Her Majesty's naval, military or air forces; 
(h) the taking of alcohol from the premises by a person residing there; or 
(i) the supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises to any private friends of a person 
residing there who are bona fide entertained by him at his own expense, or the 
consumption of alcohol by persons so supplied; or 
(j) the supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises to persons employed there for 
the purposes of the business carried on by the holder of the licence, or the consumption of 
liquor so supplied, if the liquor is supplied at the expense of their employer or of the 
person carrying on or in charge of the business on the premises. 
 
The Licensee may also provide and permit the consumption of late night refreshment for a 
period of 30 minutes after the permitted hours set out above. 
 
The premises may be used at all times for dancing, music or other entertainment of the 
like kind which is not a public entertainment but is promoted for private gain.
