1. The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames propose to make the
above Order under sections 6 and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road
Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

2.  The general effect of the Order will be to introduce two new loading bays as follows:-
(@) in Alton Gardens, Whitton, a loading bay 10 metres long with operational times
between 6.30am and 6.30pm on Mondays to Saturdays inclusive;
(b) in Ferrymoor, Ham (this being a turning off Ashburnham Road), a loading bay
12.5 metres long with operational times between 8am and 12 noon throughout
the week.
In both cases the maximum stay allowed will be 1 hour.

3.  Copies of the proposed Order, a plan showing the location and effect of the proposals
and the Council’s Statement of Reasons for proposing to make the Order:-

(@) can be inspected, quoting Reference 59/12, at the Civic Centre (Central
Reception, ground floor), 44 York Street, Twickenham between 9.15am and 5pm
on Mondays to Fridays, except for Bank and other public holidays; and

The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, having consulted with the
Commissioner of Police of the Metropolis, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 6
and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), as
amended and by all other enabling powers hereby make the following Order —

1. This Order shall come into operation on ** *** 201* and may be cited as the London
Borough of Richmond upon Thames (Loading Places) (Amendment No. **) Order 201*.

2. (1) Inthis Order the expression “enactment” means any enactment whether public,
general or local and includes any order, bye-law, rule, regulation, scheme or other
instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment.

(2) Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference to
that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having
effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment.

(3) The Interpretation Act 1978(b) shall apply for the interpretation of this Order as it
applies for the interpretation of an Act of Parliament.

3.  Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of
any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order, the London Borough
of Richmond upon Thames (Loading Places) Order 1994(c), as amended, shall have
effect as though:-

(a) there were made the consequential textual changes to that Order as are specified
in Schedule 1 to this Order;

(b) there was added as Schedule 17 to that Order the Schedule and the item
numbered 17/1 and set out in columns 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 of Schedule 2 to this
Order; and

(a) 1984 c. 27. (b) 1978 c. 30.
(c) 1994/3 —there are no relevant amending Orders.

Schedule 4, Schedule 5, Schedule 6, Schedule 7, Schedule 8, Schedule 9,
Schedule 10, Schedule 11, Schedule 12, Schedule 13, Schedule 14, Schedule 15,
Schedule 16, Schedule 17, Schedule 18, Schedule 19, Schedule 20, Schedule 21
or Schedule 24 may be used, subject to the provisions of this Order, during the
permitted hours for the leaving of goods vehicles for the purpose of delivering or
collecting goods or loading or unloading the vehicles.”

Article 6

“No person shall cause any vehicle to be left in a loading place designated by
Schedule 1, Schedule 3, Schedule 5, Schedule 6, Schedule 7, Schedule 9,
Schedule 10, Schedule 11 or Schedule 19 or Schedule 20 for a continuous
period of more than twenty minutes or in a loading place designated by
Schedule 2, Schedule 4, Schedule 8, Schedule 12, Schedule 13, Schedule 15,
Schedule 16, Schedule 17, Schedule 18, Schedule 21 or Schedule 24 for a
continuous period of more than one hour or in a loading place designated by
Schedule 14 for a continuous period of more than two hours”.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This Note is not part of the Order but is intended to indicate its general purport.)

This Order:

(a) designates a loading place in Alton Gardens, Whitton adjacent to the flank wall of
No 37 Kneller Road, Whitton. The loading place is for the sole use of vehicles whilst
loading and unloading goods and will operate on Mondays to Saturdays inclusive
between 6.30am and 6.30pm, subject to a maximum stay by any vehicle of 1 hour; and

(b) designates a loading place in Ferrymoor, Ham adjacent to the rear of the Tesco store
at No 185 Ashburnham Road. The loading place is for the sole use of vehicles whilst
loading and unloading goods and will operate every day of the week between 6.30am
and 12 noon, subject to a maximum stay by any vehicle of 1 hour.

In both cases, there is a “no return” period of 1 hour.

STATEMENT OF REASONS

THE LONDON BOROUGH OF RICHMOND UPON THAMES
(LOADING PLACES) (AMENDMENT No. **) ORDER 201*

ALTON GARDENS, WHITTON

Some years ago the Council installed a number of wooden bollards at the rear of the footway
adjacent to No 37 Kneller Road. This was to prevent long-term damage to the footway from
vehicles driving across the pavement.

The bollards did, however, cause some inconvenience for the shop at this address,
particularly with regards to loading and unloading. The Council arranged for a parking bay to
be marked out on the carriageway of Alton Gardens adjacent to the property, but it was
never formally designated as a loading bay. It is now the Council’s intention to introduce
controls which may be properly enforced and designate this as loading bay operational on
Mondays to Saturdays between 6.30am and 6.30pm, 1 hour maximum stay with no return
within 1 hour.

FERRYMOOR, HAM

The current off-street provision for goods vehicles to make deliveries to the Tesco store in
Ashburnham Road, Ham is difficult for drivers to manoeuvre into, often resulting in vehicles
being parked partly obstructing the carriageway of Ferrymoor.

In consultation with representatives of Tesco, a suitable location for an on-street loading bay
has been identified in Ferrymoor at the rear of the store. It is therefore proposed that this be
designated as a loading bay with the operational hours between 8am and 12 noon
throughout the week (i.e. every day of the week), allowing a maximum stay of 1 hour with no
return within 1 hour.
