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1. Introduction

1.1.1  This document is one in a series of documents which make up the Council’s Authority’s
Monitoring Report 2013/14. It is a statutory requirement to produce an AMR (previously known
as the Annual Monitoring Report). The Localism Act received Royal Assent on the 15 November
2011. In subsection 113 there is a requirement for local authorities to prepare a report which
should include information on the implementation of the local development scheme and the
extent to which the policies set out in the local development documents are being achieved, and
to make it publicly available as soon as available’.

1.1.2 Changes brought in by the Act introduced greater flexibility in how AMRs can be produced.
Previously, the AMR was required to be published as one large document in December each
year. The requirement for a single report to be produced at a specific time has been removed by
current legislation. This year a number of documents will be published in Winter 2014/Spring
2015, when available, which together will make up the AMR. This report is the third in the
series.

1.1.3 Local Authorities are required by Part 8 of the Town and Country Planning (Local Planning)
(England) Regulations 2012 to report on the following:

The Local Development Scheme® (LDS) is the programme for the preparation of new

basis. During the financial year of 2013/14 the LDS that was operative from September 2011
was superseded by an updated LDS in November 2013. Note that in September 2014, the
Council has published a further revised LDS, which superseded the version that was operative
from November 2013.

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e Village Plans®: These are the Councils non-statutory corporate plans for a range of actions in 14 local
/ village areas. These plans focus on the vision for how the area should develop in the future, it sets
out key issues, priorities and opportunities as well as the current planning policy context for the
relevant areas including potential areas of change. The Village Plans are being continuously updated
and expanded to include Village Planning Guidance (which will have the status of a Supplementary
Planning Document — see above).

3. Duty to Cooperate Monitoring

3.1 Context

3.1.1  The Localism Act requires local authorities to prepare a report, which should include (amongst
other things) information on how the Council has met its Duty to Cooperate. This statement
covers cooperation that has taken place on strategic planning issues under the Duty to
Cooperate between 1 April 2013 and 31 March 2014. It provides commentary up to the end of
December 2014 to demonstrate ongoing cooperation.

3.1.2 The Duty to Cooperate was introduced under the Localism Act 2011. It places a legal duty on
Local Planning Authorities (LPAs) to ‘engage constructively, actively and on an on-going basis’
with other LPAs and public bodies in relation to strategic cross-boundary matters.

3.1.3 Para 156 of the National Planning Policy Framework (March 2012) sets out the strategic priorities
that public bodies have a duty to cooperate on in the preparation of the Local Plan. These are:
e the homes and jobs needed in the area;

e the provision of retail, leisure and other commercial development;

e the provision of infrastructure for transport, telecommunications, waste management, water
supply, wastewater, flood risk and coastal change management, and the provision of
minerals and energy (including heat);

e the provision of health, security, community and cultural infrastructure and other local
facilities; and

e climate change mitigation and adaptation, conservation and enhancement of the natural and
historic environment, including landscape.

3.2 Duty to Cooperate in the borough

3.2.1 The tables below set out the Duty to Cooperate activity undertaken throughout the financial year
2013/14 and from April 2014 to date. It covers both Richmond Local Plan Documents and other
Authorities’ Planning Documents, set out by strategic issue. It can be seen that the borough is
part of a number of formal joint working groups, such as the West London Waste Plan group and
the Lower Thames Planning Officers Group, and also has a positive working relationship with
neighbouring boroughs.

3.2.2 The borough positively engages with the GLA in the preparation and monitoring of the spatial
development strategy for London — known as the London Plan, and any alterations or reviews,
which cover strategic issues particularly housing, retail and employment. The borough also
contributes to research projects such as the GLA’s Town Centre Health Checks. The Mayor of
the London and the GLA Mayor is also strongly committed to working with authorities and
agencies in the East and South East of England to co-ordinate approaches to strategic issues of
common concern®.

West London Waste
Plan (WLWP)

The West London Waste Plan for the six west
London boroughs is currently being produced. The
WLWP plans for all waste in the area up to 2026.
Activities undertaken include:

- In early 2013, emails were sent to 19 waste
planning authorities, regarding planning for waste
management in West London and associated
exports.

- In early 2014, those authorities receiving
quantities of waste from West London into their
areas for management were contacted to ascertain
whether there were likely to be issues associated
with the continued management of waste from West
London within these areas.

- Duty to Cooperate Bodies were formally
consulted on the 2014 Proposed Submission Plan
including the Mayor of London, the Environment
Agency, Natural England and English Heritage via
emails, meetings and telephone conversations.

- Published and emerging waste planning
documents of the authorities concerned were also
consulted to assess current and projected
capacities and policies regarding accepting waste
from London in the future.

- Regular attendance by the WLWP Project
Manager at meetings of the London Regional
Technical Advisory Board (RTAB) and the South
East Waste Planning Advisory Group (SEWPAG).
-It should be noted that engagement between
SEWPAG and the Greater London Authority and
the London Planning Authorities on the matter of
London’s waste has been ongoing for some years.
-Richmond officers attended the EIP in October
2014.

- Various matters were raised by Waste Planning
Authorities in relation to the content of the WLWP,
for example, it was noted that although there were
limits to the capacity of landfill sites currently
receiving waste from West London, there was
capacity still available. It was also established that
there were no policies in place in other Waste
Planning Authorities' plans that would jeopardise
realisation of the WLWP’s strategy for waste
management.

- Further comments made by Waste Planning
Authorities on the Proposed Submission Plan
have been considered and some further minor
changes to the text of the Plan have been made
to provide additional clarification. Details of the
comments made and the Boroughs’ responses
are included in the Consultation Statement
submitted with the Plan.

* Richmond upon Thames Council recognises that
policy CC4 ‘Heritage’ has been amended between
March and August 2014 to include the words ...‘its
buffer zone’ in CC4 (o) and ...’or on views from
Royal Botanic Gardens Kew World Heritage Site’ in
CC4 (1).

» However, policy CC3 ‘Tall Buildings’ has not been
amended with respect to our representations in
April 2014.

* Policies CC3 and CC4 as revised do not meet our
representations as for visual impacts of tall
buildings from Royal Botanic Gardens World
Heritage Site nor for public transport accessibility of
new tall buildings.

» CC3 (b) and CC4 (t) include the word ‘adversely’,
rendering the ‘carefully designed and placed’ and
‘no adverse impacts on the designated view’
inadequate.

* Nowhere in policy CC3 is the transport impacts of
tall buildings mentioned, including the impacts on
the highway network.

* Further, the Urban context and character study
referred to in CC4 (g+h+o+t) does not address the
issue of tall buildings at Brentford’s impact on the
World Heritage Site.
